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C3 Ministry Institute Intensive Program
Summary

· 18-month intensive ministry degree program designed to engage students in an academic approach to biblical/leadership studies coupled with practical ministry experience.  

· Weekly mentoring by Leader/Pastor

· Housing available (See FAQ for more info)

· Tuition fees cover classes (excluding books & application fee) and meals: breakfast & lunch – Mon thru Thurs (see FAQ for tuition fees)

· During course of the program students will go on a mission trip.  (Cost may be approximately $1,500) Students will have an opportunity to do fundraising events throughout the program.
· Students may only work part-time (15 hours or less) unless authorized by C3mi Director

· Interns will be assigned to a ministry leader and are required to serve  10 hours per week with that leader.  They will be responsible for various service projects throughout the week while carrying a ministry focus each semester.

· Basic Schedule: Monday through Thursday from 8:00am–4:00pm

· Students will serve in weekly services at Crosspoint Church
Frequently Asked Questions
Q: Does C3mi provide housing?  
A: Yes optional housing will be offered at $100/mo.  (Kerth Campus or Host Homes)
Q: What does our tentative schedule look like?
A: Monday through Thursday from 8:00am–4:00pm, some times may vary, a copy of this terms schedule is attached.

Q: Is there financial aid available?
A: C3mi strives to keep student costs to a minimum. We do not offer any type of federal student aid, but there may be a limited number of scholarships available.
Q: What is the cost of tuition for C3mi?
A: The total price of the C3mi program (3 semesters) is $890 per semester. Tuition includes the entire program fee and food (breakfast & lunch – Monday thru Thursday).  Additional costs may include: application fee of $25, textbooks, missions trip and housing.

Q: Is there a payment plan for students?
A: $165 is due at registration, $375 due on or before the first day of school and the remaining payment of $350 is due a month before the end of the semester. Once a student has been accepted, we will work out a specific payment plan.
Q: Is C3mi accredited?
A: All courses are considered diploma credit.  Although C3mi is a non-accredited institution, these credits may provide advanced standing in academic degree programs, through prior learning assessment, test out, or course-by-course evaluation by Oral Roberts University or other colleges and universities.
Q: Can I attend Part-Time?
A:  Students may apply for non-matriculation status; courses are $225 per three hour course, plus a one-time application fee of $25.  Tuition must be paid-in-full prior to the class start date.  A three hour internship is required of all non-matriculation students which equals one hour per course credit hour.  Under no circumstances will any part time student be allowed to take more than one three hour course per semester.
Q: What will I receive upon completing the program?
A: The program achieves an Advanced Certificate of Theology (33 credit hours), while providing hands-on ministry experience. The certificate you earn will be jointly issued by the C3 Ministry Institute and the Oral Roberts University. Official transcripts of all coursework will be maintained and issued through ORU. 

Q: What are the entrance requirements?
A: Only those who have a high school diploma or a GED will be eligible.

Q: What classes will be offered?
A: The ORU School of Theology and Missions supplies our curriculum and will include courses such as: Old Testament Survey, Hermeneutics, Christian Faith & Ministry, Worship Ministry, Principles of Biblical Counseling, etc.

Q: What are the entry points?
A: A student can enroll at any point before the beginning of either Fall or Spring Semester.
